   The term “gospel” is commonly used with reference to any one 
of the first four books of the New Testament, and the definition of the 
word “gospel” means “good tidings” or “glad tidings”.  However, with 
our limited comprehension we only have a measured revelation of 
God’s wondrous grace portrayed in the gospel. So profound is the mag-
nitude of the gospel that words cannot begin to adequately describe the 
greatness of it. Let us therefore attempt, by God’s grace, to focus 
briefly and simply on that which we have seen, which we have experi-
enced, and which we as God’s children believe concerning the gospel. 

    First we must recognize that Christ and the gospel are one. They 
cannot be separated. We read in the scriptures that Jesus Christ, the son 
of God, was from the beginning and dwelt with God in heaven. As he, 
himself, stated in John 17:5, “And now, O Father, glorify thou me with 
thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world 
was.” Thus we conclude from this passage in the scripture and from 
those recorded in the Book of Genesis, that God, with his Son, had 
from the beginning  prepared a way for sinful man to be reconciled to 
his creator. A sacrifice would have to be offered for the atonement of 
man’s sin. He became that perfect and only acceptable sacrifice on the 
cross of Calvary and he would become glorified in the power of his res-
urrection, being victorious over death, hell, and the power of the devil. 
This is the good news borne by the angels to the shepherds of old and to 
all of mankind yet today. Herein lies the gospel of salvation for all who 
believe.

    Universal was the doom, neither rich nor poor es-

Those who spoke patronizingly of 
the good man's fidelity to his convictions, 
but shared not in them, have sunk to rise no 
more, and the workers who for pay helped 
to build the wondrous ark, are all lost also. 
The flood swept them all away, and made 
no single exception. Even so, out of Christ, 
final destruction is sure to every man.  No 
rank, possession, or character, shall suffice 
to save a single soul who has not believed in 
the Lord Jesus. My soul...behold this wide-spread judgment 
and tremble at it. 

    How marvelous the general apathy! they were all eating 
and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, till the 
awful morning dawned. There was not one wise man upon 
earth out of the ark. Folly duped the whole race, folly as 

to self-preservation-- the most foolish of 
all follies.  

Folly in doubting the most true God--the 
most malignant of fooleries. Strange, my 
soul, is it not? All men are negligent of 
their souls till grace opens their eyes, then 
they leave their madness and act like ra-
tional beings, but not till then. 

All, by the grace of God, were safe in the 
ark, no ruin entered there. From the huge 
elephant down to the tiny mouse all were 
safe. The timid hare was equally secure 
with the courageous lion, the helpless cony 
as safe as the laborious ox. All are safe in

How wonderful it is to see this great miracle 

of God performed through the power of the gospel; greater 

still to experience it in our own heart. To this wonderful and 

indescribable work of God through the gospel, he adds still 

another marvel, and that is faith to believe these miracles are 

true in me and in you. If in our hearts we believe that he is, 

and that he is the  rewarder of them that diligently seek him, 

(Heb. 11:6), then, we too, like faithful Abraham, will have 

our faith accounted unto us for righteousness.  Only then are 

we able to witness of God’s great love and say with the 

Apostle Paul, “For I know whom I have believed and am 

persuaded that he is able to keep that which I have commit-

ted unto him against that day.” 2Tim. 1:12 Again he states, 

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the 

power of God unto salvation to everyone that believeth: to 

the Jew first, and also to the Greek. For therein is the right-

eousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, 

the just shall live by faith.” Rom. 1:16-17 

     May our dear Heavenly Father continue to impart the 

wonderful, resounding words of His gospel unto the hearts 

of men everywhere as the angel of old testifies even today, ”-

-- Fear not: for behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, 

which shall be to all people. For unto you is born this day in 

the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.” Luke 

2:10-11
